              AND EXAM TECHNICAL DELEGATES 

 
 
Clean, tidy, conservative workmanlike dress is expected at all times.   
 
Coaches, Examiners and T.D.'s should remember they are setting an example to others.  
 

COACHES  
(See note to Coaches, Manual 3 Chapter 2.) 

 
Unmounted   
• Hair controlled and hat optional. 
• Collared shirt/blouse (tie optional), or skivvy/polo shirt. 
• Jacket, vest or plain coloured jersey/sweat shirt.   
• Jodhpurs, tailored trouser/skirt, tidy jeans or dress shorts. 
• Jodhpur boots or sturdy walking shoes or boots. 
 
Mounted 
Horse: 
• Well groomed and turned out. 
Gear: 
• Clean and correctly fitted. 
Rider: 
• Hair controlled and regulation helmet. 
• Pony Club uniform or shirt, tie, jacket or vest, or skivvy/polo shirt, plain coloured 

jersey/sweatshirt. 
• Jodhpurs and jodhpur or riding boots. 

 
EXAMINERS 

(Refer to NZPCA Certificates Rule Book – Conduct of Examinations – On the Day)  
 
• Hair controlled and hat optional. 
• Collared shirt/blouse or skivvy/polo shirt.  Shirt and tie must be worn at A level examination, 

optional but recommended at C+ and B level. 
• Jacket, vest or plain coloured jersey (not loose and sloppy).   
• Jodhpurs, tailored trousers or skirt (no jeans). 
• Riding boots or dark sturdy walking shoes/boots (no runners/sneakers). 
• Jewellery should be kept to a minimum. 

 
TECHNICAL DELEGATES 

 
• Hair controlled and hat optional. 
• Collared shirt/blouse or skivvy/polo shirt (tie optional). 
• Jacket, vest or plain coloured jersey/sweat shirt. 
• Tailored trousers or skirt. 
• Dark sturdy walking shoes or boots. 
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
